The decorative painting on the lower part of the wooden gallery is also baroque.

Saint, abbreviated St., means “holy”.  Martin is called holy because he helped many people who were in need and because it is believed that he can perform miracles.

				Leonhard Euler is one of the most famous Swiss mathematicians and was born in Basel in 1707.  When he was one year old, his family moved to Riehen.  His father, Paulus Euler, became the pastor of the village church in Riehen.  At the age of 13, Leonhard was already studying at the University of Basel, first theology, then math.  Leonhard Euler was a professor of math and physics in both St. Petersburg (Russia) and also in Berlin.  He died in St. Petersburg in 1783.  He wrote many books, also textbooks, for instance on algebra.  He tried to keep his textbooks as simple and easy to understand as possible.  This is why many people regard them as the first modern textbooks.  In 1979 he was featured on the Swiss ten franc bill.  Maybe someone you know remembers this bill?

They often depict symbols which remind us of our mortality.
